1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this impact assessment is to provide the Contracting Authority and the competent
decision-making bodies with the appropriate information, data and estimates regarding a series of
issues related to the impacts of the implemented actions of the environment, culture and transport
sectors of the OP "Cretfe" 2014-2020" and contribute to improving the quality of their planning,
during the current programming period 2021-2027.

In order to evaluate the impacts of the actions in question, General Evaluative Questions and
Special Evaluative Questions were formulated (the Output and Result Indicators of the Program
and the expected availability, reliability and completeness of the available data were taken into
account).

First, a preliminary general impact assessment of all Actions was implemented while the final sample
was selected, in which a deeper investigation of the relevant impacts was implemented (it
included 62 Actions in 16 Groups). Subsequently, a targeted research of primary and secondary
data was carried out, which included the key participants involved in the implementation of the
specific Actions (with very high levels of response) and authorities related to the monitoring (directly
or indirectly) of the examined impacts (it was not possible to collect useful data).

The impacts of the completed Actions in the vast majority of the considered Actions correspond to
the stated objectives, they are not expected to differ significantly in the medium-long term, no
factors are observed that make unsustainable results after the end of the program and during
implementation of completed Actions and no problems involving significant adverse impacts
occurred. Similar findings also arise for the impacts of uncompleted Actions.

Regarding the conclusions and proposals, it appears that the time period of the implementation
of the evaluation for many of the actions may not be appropriate, some Indicators that have been
selected are not completely compatible with the characteristics of the respective
Actions/Operations and in some cases the implemented monitoring system of the Indicators
cannot lead fo safe conclusions.

2 EVALUATION FRAMEWORK
2.1 EVALUATION OBJECTIVE

In the context of this evaluation, 140 environmental / culture actions, eligible to Public Expenditure
inclusion amounting to €183 million and 10 transfer operations eligible to Public Expenditure
inclusion amounting to €64 million, which were included in the 2014-2020 Programming Period of
the OP, were examined.

The purpose is to record, provide and evaluate the appropriate information, data and estimates
regarding a series of issues related to the impacts of the implemented actions of the environment,
culture and transport sectors of the OP "Crete" 2014-2020" and contribute to the improvement of
the quality of their design, during the current programming period 2021-2027. The information
mentioned above allows for the timely and effective framework regarding the extent to which the
infended objectives of the actions under consideration have been achieved, as well as the reasons
they create, or may create the necessity of taking appropriate measures in the new programming
period (2021-2027).

2.2 EVALUATIVE QUESTIONS

In order to evaluate the impacts of the actions in question, General and Special Evaluation
Questions were formulated.

The General Evaluative Questions concern all of the Program's Fields of Intervention and are the
following:

m  Are appropriate indicators used for quantitative and qualitative measurement of the results?

m  Are the impacts of the inferventions as expected? To what extent do the results and impacts
of the program correspond o the formulated objectives and quantified forecasts?

m  Are there any unintended impacts that could jeopardize the program's goals?

B Where are the biggest discrepancies between the results and the intended goals of the
interventions?

m  What are the expected impacts of the Actions/Operationsin the medium-long term?2 Are there
reasons that would make some results unsustainable after the program ends?

B Were there any problems during the implementation of the Actions/Operations and what were
they?

For Special Evaluation Questions, which concern the characteristics and objectives of each
Intervention Areq, the Consulting Team took into account both the Output and Result Indicators
that have been integrated into the planning and implementation of the OP, as well as the
expected availability, reliability and completeness of the available data for the answer to these
questions.

2.3 METHODOLOGICAL APPROACH

2.3.1 Preliminary Assessment and Evaluation of the Impacts of Actions/Operations

In the context of this evaluation, all the Actions/Operations were examined in terms of their impacts,
based on the available secondary data provided by the Administrative Authority. In this way, a
preliminary general impact assessment was implemented for all Actions and the final sample of
targeted Actions (from the respective Fields of Interventions and Actions Groups) was selected, in
which a deeperinvestigation of the relevantimpacts was implemented. The percentage of Actions
of each Group that participates in the final sample is as close as possible to 40%. Exceptions are
Groups that include 2 or less Actions, as 100% of the Actions were selected from them. The final
sample included 62 Actions, which formed 16 Action Groups.

2.3.2 Conduct targeted research of primary and secondary data

In the context of this evaluation, a targeted research of primary and secondary data was carried
out, which included the main participants involved in the implementation of the specific actions,
at the various levels of the process of planning, implementation, measurement of the effectiveness
and the impacts they had in the areas of environment, culture and transport. In addition,
secondary and primary data research was carried out, which included authorities related to
monitoring (directly or indirectly) the sectors related to the results and impacts of the considered
Actions/Operations (eg Waste Management Agencies).

In order to carry out the research to collect additional primary and secondary data, interviews
were carried out and questionnaires were sent.

The response rate to requests for data from the Evaluation Team is decisive for the
representativeness of the survey along with the validity, clarity and reliability of its results. In the
context of this evaluation, in accordance with the provisions of Deliverable 1: "Methodology", the
goal was set of a fimely response to 50% of the Actions that would be included in the final sample,
a percentage that was far exceeded, as the response to the questionnaires ranged at much higher
than predicted levels (60 out of 62 requests, i.e. 26.8%).

Regarding the targeted data survey, which included bodies related to the monitoring (directly or
indirectly) of the sectors related to the results and impacts of the considered Actions (eg waste
management bodies) in addition to the authorities implementing the Actions, it is noted that it has
not been possible to collect useful data for the implementation of this evaluation during these
communications.

3 MAIN FINDINGS

As a result of the evaluation of the impacts of all the Actions of the environment, culture and
transport sectors of the OP "Crete 2014-2020", the following Main Findings may be derived:

m The results and impacts of the infegrated evaluated Actions correspond, in the vast majority,
to 100% of the stated goals and forecasts. In the remaining Actions, which have not been
completed, the available data indicate that they will not deviate from their objectives, despite
the fact that it is not possible to fully and accurately assess the full range of their impacts.

® The impacts of the evaluated Actions in the medium-long term are not expected to differ
significantly from those recorded in the short term and there are no indications of the existence
of factors that would make certain results unsustainable after the end of the program. Similar
conclusion derived from the available data for those Actions that have not yet been
completed.

m  During the implementation of both completed and ongoing Actions, no significant problems
were encountered that included significant adverse impacts. It is noted that any issues
presented during their implementation phase are noft related to significant adverse impacts,
but to technical issues that arose during this phase or to more general economic and social
condifions (indicatively, the Covid 19 pandemic, the energy crisis, etc. are menfioned) in
through which they were found.

4 CONCLUSIONS & RECOMMENDATIONS

As a result of the evaluation of the impacts of all the Actions of the environment, culture and
transport sectors of the OP "Crete 2014-2020", the following conclusions and proposals can be
derived:

The period of time for the implementation of the evaluation of the Actions of the environment,
culture and fransport sectors, which fall under the Special Objectives and ERDF Investment
Priorities of OP "Crete" 2014-2020, may not be appropriate for many of the actions and it is
certainly not suitable for those that have just been completed or are expected to be
completed in due fime. The impacts of the Actions have not yet been recorded since they
have not yet been completed and operated in their entirety, or the time that has elapsed since
their completion unfil foday is too short to record the relevant measurable data (indicatively,
the Result Indicator T3106 Annual final energy savings cannot be accurately evaluated in the
context of this, as the corresponding energy certificates have not yet been issued). Therefore,
it is estimated that the evaluation of the impacts of the Actions will produce much more
accurate and comprehensive results if implemented in a sufficient period of time, when the
impacts of the Actions will have been recorded and measured (indicatively in 2 and 5 years
from completion of the Actions). It is suggested that this conclusion be incorporated into the
design of the mechanisms for evaluating and monitoring the impact of the Programs of the
next Program Periods.

The Result Indicators that have been selected in some cases are not fully compatible with the
characteristics of the respective Actions and therefore not only fail to capture the results and
impacts of the Actions in question, but also cause problems regarding their calculation, as they
do not show a clear connection with the respective Action (indicative example: (a) The Result
Indicator (T3111 Available daily supply of drinking water, from water resources management
projects, drinking water supply) is not the appropriate one for all the considered Actions of
Group 21A_ General Water Supply Masterplans, as these do not relate to water resources
management projects and the supply of drinking water (b) The Result Indicator (13116 Travel
time required from the southern to the northern part of the Region) is not suitable for all the
considered Actions of Group 34A_ Other reconstructed or improved roads (motorways,
nafional, regional or local), as it does not attribute their impacts in some of the Actions, either
because of their scale, or because of their nature (they are not related to the transport from
the south to the north part of the Region or have no measurable results in the duration of the
period, etc.] It is suggested that, in the design of the mechanisms for evaluating and monitoring
the impacts of the next Program Periods, the selection of the Indicators should be better
adapted to the special characteristics of the Actions.

The system for monitoring the Result Indicators is not operational in some cases and the
Indicators are not monitored as planned (at the time intervals determined, from the authorities
delegated to carry out the relevant measurements and calculations — who in some cases are
not aware of this responsibility, etc. (a) Group 017A_ Household waste management (including
minimization, sorting and recycling measures), (b) the Result Indicator T3116 Travel time
required from the south to the north of the Region of Group 30A_ Secondary road connections
to the road network and TEN-T nodes ( new constfruction) etc.) Therefore, it is recommended to
periodically evaluate the system of monitoring the Performance Indicators that has been
designed.
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
